The following is suggestions for checking into the “Mingus Mountain Morning Round Table”.

Checking into the Mingus Mountain Morning Round Table (round table):  
The round table is a daily net operating (365/366 days a year) and is open to all licensed Amateur Radio Operators.  The round table starts at 6:00 AM local time and usually finishes by 7:00 AM but may occasionally run long.  
The round table is exclusively hosted on the 147.000 (147.600 input) repeater which is located on Mingus Mountain.  
The repeater uses a PL tone on the input to enable the repeater function.  This tone is 162.2 Hertz and must be transmitted by your radio while you are talking.  This is a feature that is present in all (or at least most) modern radios but turning this feature on for a given channel differs for each radio and you must consult your radio manual for instructions on how to enable and correctly set your PL tone.  
All radio Amateurs are encouraged to participate in the round table, but you should try to follow order of check-in.  The order of check-in is established when you first checked in to the round table, with the newest member coming at the end of the list.  If you are new to the round table, please wait till all other participants have checked in before transmitting with your check-in.  When your check-in has been acknowledged you will be assigned your position in the order of the round table.  The order for comments becomes the order of checking into the round table the next time.  If you jump the order consistently you will be reminded to mind the order during the check-in process.  There is a published check-in list that is the master document used for check-in purposes, and this is the best source for documentation of the order of check-in.  
If you participate in the round table, we (the other participants) require that you keep your politics out of the discussion.  We also require that you not use the round table for proselytizing your religion.
